Given the evolution of an increasingly globalized world, where each country's 

economic situation is not watertight, it is essential to have a working 

knowledge of Spanish economy and the country's financial system in order to  

understand its idiosyncrasies. Thus this program provides students the 

necessary language skills to work in the business world, focusing on not only 

learning about business but also acquiring knowledge on the financial.  

 

LENGTH 

 

The course can be expande d through modules of one, two and four weeks.  The 

module is adapted to the students' needs and skills with three levels: basic, 

intermediate and advanced.  

 

FOLLOW-UP TRAINING 

 

At least two weekly academic visits will be performed:  

V A half -day activity and a full: The half -day activity is a guided tour to a 

well known company or institution related to the  company or institution 

will make a presentation or talk o n its operations and capabilities or its 

identifying qualities.  

V Full day activity: The full day tr ip will be done by bus involving a visit to 

a national or international institution or company -wide the day will be 

completed with a traditional meal and one or two relevant cultural visits.  

 

Dealing with half -day visits some possibilities and examples are  listed below.  

 

Á "The R + D + I + I as means of supporting the economy of the future" :  

Visit to "Boecillo's Technological Park. Park's head speech and how some 

of its leader companies work.  

Á "Chambers of commerce, vital muscle of our system," Visit to the H ouse 

of Trade.  Speech by the  Chamber of Commerce Deputy  and analysis of 

the Spanish Chambers of commerce's role  

Á "Strategies of the Regional Government in the modern economy" Visit to 

the Development Agency of Castile and Leon, speech by the Chairman 

of Economic Agencies of Spain on this body's working and the 

importance in Spain of such agencies by the Chairman of Agencies 

Economics of Spain.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Dealing with full -day visits some possibilities and examples are as follows.  

¶ "The financial system and its current developments" Visit to Leon including a 

visit to Caja España's seat and a speech on the financial system in Spain.  In 

addition a visit to Astorga and /or El Bierzo and to a company in the area 

(producer of smoked beef, winery, or solar energy p roducer) . 

¶ "Wine as an example of the rural economic engine" Visit to Aranda de Duero 

and / or Penafiel: Wine as a dynamic engine of the economy.  Visit to several 

companies in the sector with corresponding with its own speech, (wineries, 

enoturism companies ...) this day is complemented with a traditional meal and a 

visit to some of the most prestigious wineries in the area.  

 

COMPLEMENTAL CULTURAL ACTIVITIES 

  

¶ Visits to the main cultural cities of Castile and Leon: Avila, Segovia, Salamanca.  

¶ Visits to the ma in cultural centres in Castile and Leon.  

 

ASSESSMENT DAY 

 

All courses end up with an assesment day to join ideas, acquired knowledge, ending 

with a farewell dinner in 17th century underground winery and an Iberian Peninsula 

medieval music activity.  

Simil ar institutional visits to the public University, the Private University and the City 

Council may be scheduled in order to have a political concept helping to shape a socio -

political picture of Spanish reality.

Aimed at those who need to use the Spanish in their working or personal 

environment.  

Designed for those who have never studied the language or those who don't 

have a  great deal of kn owledge and need a quick and effective way to improve 

its performance  by increasing their conversation and grammar skills.

Language  Aims:  To answer a telephone call, to providing by phone precise 

information and make an appointment.  Discuss  and inform a customer on a 

product.  Talking about numbers and percentages. Negotiate prices and 

proposals.  Emphasizing the quality of a product and of a company.  Negotiating 

an order with a customer and talking about a contract.  Ask and answer about a 

com plaint.  Resolving problems and apologizing.  Managing problems after a 

sales service.  Learning about the terminology in order to resolve an invoice 

non -payment situation and fluency problems.

Requirements demanded by companies  

 

Those companies interested in settling in the T echnological  Park of Boecillo, 

additionally  must be considered to be technological based innovative companies , 

and not exerting co ntaminant activities companies.  

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

 

The company has to gather a series of minimal requirements, such as:  

¶ To invest  at  least  5 % of  their  annual  total  gross  of  selling  to  R&D activities:  It  

can be an investigation  or  development;  it  can be in  the  product  or  in  the  

process;  and  it  can be made  in  the  heart  of  the  company  or  subcontracted.  

¶ The 5 % of  its  personnel  has to be a qualified  technician.  

¶ Not  exerting  any contaminant  activities.  

To assure these requirements are fulfilled, the company must submit an Incorporation 

Request to the managing society, ADE Technological and Business Parks of Castile and 

León,  INC. which will be assessed from the technical, technological, economic - 

financial and environmental points of view by the Technological Park of Boecillo by the 

Advisor Commission , determining if the activity of the company is adapted to the 

facilities i n the requested Technological Park.  

This Advisor Commission, watches over the fulfillment of the town -planning regulation 

in the construction of new buildings, companies head offices and staff equipments.

Casa Botin - central Caja España  

 

 

 

 

The Botines  house,  or  Fernandez and Andres's house }is an Art Nouveau 

building located in  León, capital of th e homonymous province, Spain.  Originally 

a commercial warehouse  and a private residence, it was built and designed by 

the Spanish architect Antoni Gaudí between  1891 and 1894, being one of his 

three works outside Catalonia, along with Astorga's Episcopal  palace , Leon  

and Gaudi õs Capriccio  in Comillas, Cantabria.  Located next to the Guzman's 

palace, the Renaissance -style seat of Leon's Diputation,  was restored in 1951, 

declared a historical monument in 1969, is now the headquarters of  Caja 

España, an entity which restored it in 1996, an activity which was awarded with 

the  Europa Nostra  prize.
